
Duck Decoys are one of the few forms of truly American folk art. Native Ameri-
cans were the first to use a decoy for the purpose of luring a game bird from the 
sky. The oldest decoys ever found were Canvasbacks made from reeds and 
feathers and date back over 1400 years ago. Over the centuries decoys evolved 
into wooden carvings. Many of our early American ancestors were self taught 
carvers and to many of them, like the Bundy’s of today, handcrafting was their 
source of livelihood. Their creations are called folk art. Each decoy carver 
developed his own distinct style. While our decoys are not used for hunting, they 
are American folk art and we carve them with craftsmanship and pride, one of a 
kind, one at a time.
